The School invites candidates to apply for a tenure stream position at the Assistant Professor level to teach and conduct research in the area of:

Organizational Design, Development, and Change in the Public Sector

We are interested in applicants with one or more areas of substantive expertise such as human resource management, public sector and/or nonprofit management, strategic and organizational development.  Candidates should have an interest in management, workplace motivation and dynamics in public sector workplaces, and facilitating change at the corporate, program, and workplace levels. We are interested in candidates who undertake a program of empirical research in these areas, bring knowledge of substantive areas derived from their research or work in specific organizational and service-delivery contexts, and appreciate the dynamics of public sector institutions. 

Applicants should have training in one or more disciplinary or professional fields such as strategic human resource management, organizational studies, public management, social psychology, or other relevant disciplines.  Work and research experience in the public sector, as well as comparative research and experience on management and organizational change across jurisdictions, will be seen as distinct assets. Applicants should have a PhD, or be near completion.  

Applicants should have a demonstrated commitment to providing students with a high quality practical education, undertaking and sustaining a program of high quality research, and working in a collegial interdisciplinary environment.  Successful applicants should be prepared to work as part of a team; our curriculum requires instructors to collaborate across courses and offers opportunities for team-teaching.

The School of Public administration offers multi-disciplinary programs for practicing or prospective managers and analysts seeking the skills necessary for effective and responsible public sector management and policy analysis.   Our faculty teach in an applied context and should have a keen interest in online instruction.  Our campus-based Master of Public Administration (MPA) can be taken with our highly regarded Co-operative Education Program, and we also deliver an MPA Online Degree.  The Diploma programs comprise of undergraduate courses delivered on a distance basis for mid-level managers in public sector organizations.  Our PhD program has fields in Comparative Public Policy and Governance, Organizational Studies, and Applied Policy and Program Analysis.
